Charging trends

* All single-phase charging

* Predominantly during off-peak times

Diversity in charging behaviour

* On balance drivers found to charge every 3 days

* Patterns may change as ownership moves from early adopter to mainstream

Depending on charging behaviour, the impact on network peak demand can either be
minimal or very large. AusNet Services are working on initiatives to support the transition to
electric mobility.
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
